HOW IT ALL BEGAN
The National Association of REALTORS® first began in 1908 as the National Association of Real Estate Exchanges and from 1916 – 1972 it was the National Association of Real Estate Boards.
NAR adopted the term REALTOR® in 1916, but the term REALTORS® wasn’t patented until 1949 and the term REALTOR® in 1950. 
Litchfield County Board of REALTORS®, Inc. original name was Litchfield County Real Estate Board and its original Charter was signed in June of 1934.
The 1st Articles of Association were signed on December 6, 1954.  Signed by H. Copland Robinson; E. G. Dailey; Oz Marrin; Fred Engelking; Janet L. Banford; Bernard Wilford; Bernice D. Fuessenich; Philip A. Mc Donald; George W. DeVoe; Elizabeth Garber; Malcom Bray; Donald F. Bowers; Peter J. Mc Laughlin; Harold Burns; Walter Koss and J. Leo Murphy.

Originally, the MLS was separate from the Board. Litchfield County Multiple Listing Service, Inc. did not join Litchfield County Board of REALTORS®, Inc. until 1980. 

Before computerized MLS systems existed listings were distributed every two weeks in MLS books, by companies such as REALTRON. By the time Real Estate offices received the MLS Books much of the information was out of date.  The invention of computerized systems revolutionized the real estate industry by allowing agents and brokers to enter and update their listings immediately, thereby creating a current MLS database.  Upon hearing the news about the elimination of MLS books REALTOR® members were extremely upset and created quite a ruckus over the matter. 
The Board purchased the current Board office located on 21 Prospect St. in Torrington for $165,138,00 in June of 1988.  The purchase agreement was signed by then President Claire Sutter.

Litchfield County Board of REALTORS®, Inc. has developed strong relationships with Connecticut legislators due to the Legislative Committee’s creation of our legislative programs including Legislative Night, Meet the Candidates, and the Local Leadership Breakfast. 
T. J. Zappulla created these events with the most recent being the “Local Leadership Breakfast”.  Due to these events and friendships made Senator Kevin Witkos, Representative Michelle Cook, Representative John Rigby, Representative Roberta Willis, Mayor Ryan Bingham, First Selectman Frank Chiaramonte, First Selectman Leo Paul, Jr., First Selectman Edmund Mone, and in addition, Former Representative Anne Ruwet are in the audience tonight. 
These events are becoming the model for the development of legislative programs by other Boards throughout the state. The Mid-State Board, influenced by our Board’s programs, will be hosting their first legislative breakfast this January.
